Nomination forms must be received by Close of business Friday 5th March 2010 via email to mem@wasea.com.au. Supporting materials (photos’drawings/presentations) must be no larger than 5MB. You will be contacted if further information is required to support your entry.
If supporting information is required to clarify aspects of the nominations, this will be sought by The Membership and Events Manager as part of its work preparing information for the Judging Panel. Judges will be looking for quality of applications, not necessarily numbers of nomination forms received.  This is to discourage mass ‘voting’. 

Instead, each person nominating is invited to make a clear case for why a particular project/person should be nominated. The judges’ decision is independent of the owners of the company and The WA Sustainable Energy Association. The judges’ decision is final. Self nomination by organisations and individuals is acceptable. There should be no lobbying of the judging panel as part of the nomination.
